Pastor’s Message

Dear Parishioners:

Division and separation are never good things, unless we’re doing math

problems or flying formation aircraft. Today’s Scriptures speak to us of
reconciliation and reunification. The prophet Ezekiel offers hope to the

people of Israel who have been force out of their homelands. They have been
scattered into foreign countries and separated from their loved ones. The Lord will
bring them together, never again to be divided. He will cleanse them from sin, and
they will live on the land that has been promised to them. Most important, the Lord says: My

dwelling shall be with them. We enter Holy Week in a world that still suffers division, scattered

peoples, and transgressions of every kind. But for the people of God, who are in the world but not of it,
this is a tie to give thanks for the gift of the Savior who fulfilled the promise of God. We are reconciled
to the Father. He has gathered us from the distant lands and united us in Christ. And we live in the
hope that one day we will live with him in the eternal sanctuary of heaven.
